Chinese Chess Association is the organizer of Series Match of Chess Kings and Chess Queens 2003. 

1. Dates and Venue: Series Match of Chess Kings (Evgeny Bareev, Nigel Short, Ye Jiangchuan and Yasser Seirawan) and Chess Queens (Xie Jun, Zhu Chen, Xu Yuhua and Zhao Xue) 2003 shall be organized from September 11 (arrival) to September 24 (Departure) 2003 in Chongqing, Ji’nan and Beijing.

2. Format and time controls of the competition：

2.1．Format and time control in Chongqing: Double-Mixed Double Round Robin, i.e. six games. Each game will be 25 minutes with 10 seconds increment. No tie-break. 

2.2．Format and time control in Ji’nan: Single -Mixed Team match (Schveningen), four games. Each game will be 25 minutes with 10 increments. No tie-break.

2.3．Formt and time control in Beijing: 

Men’s Single (Schveningen): Evgeny Bareev, Nigel Short and Yasser Seirawan against Ye Jiangchuan, Zhang Zhong and Xu Jun, three games. 

Men’s Single Team match (Schveningen): Zhang Pengxiang, Bu Xiangzhi and Ni Hua against Evgeny Bareev, Nigel Short and Yasser Seirawan with three games. Each game will be 25 minutes with 10 increments. No tie-break.

3.  Player’ Obligation:

3.1 The undersigned player agrees to play each and every game assigned to them for the Event, barring medical injury or family emergency.
3.2 The Event will be hosted at a prestigious site respectively in Chongqing, Ji’nan and Beijing. To this end nice attire amongst the players will enhance the image of the event.
