Regulations 

of the International Chess Tournament among the Children’s Club Teams 

dedicated to the World Chess Championship Match Topalov-Kramnik

I Goals and objectives:

· Further popularization of chess 

· Establishment of friendly and sport relations between young Russian chess players and chess players from other countries
· Development of grass-root chess movement

· Professional growth of young chess players
II Organizing Body:

The tournament is held under the supervision of the Kalmyk Chess Federation

The Organizing Committee, “Chess City” authorities and Arbiters’ Collegiate of the Kalmyk Chess Federation are in charge the event 

III Venue and dates:

The tournament shall be held in the “City Chess” Hall, Elista, “City Chess” from 28 September to 5 October 2006

IV Participants and team composition

· teams, representing the regions of Russia;

· teams, representing foreign countries and the former Soviet republics;

· teams, representing chess clubs and children’s chess schools

are invited to participate in the tournament upon the Organizing Committee’s decision and upon receiving an official invitation. Each team shall be titled specifying its geographic situation.

Team composition 

4 participants: 2 girls and 2 boys. 1 trainer-representative.

The participants of one team should represent one and the same country, region, school or club.

Age of the participants 

Born not earlier than 1 January 1992. 

V. System of the tournament

A 9-round Swiss tournament, pairings to be done with a computer programme. Electronic clocks to be in use. 

Time control: with an increment of 30 seconds for each move, starting from move 1.

VI Winners of the tournament

The final rankings shall be determined by the final number of points in the tournament. 

If the number of points is equal, the preference is determined according to:

· the result of the match between the teams concerned

· the number of the team’s victories

· the best results on the boards (1,2,3,4)

The board winners shall be determined by the total final number of points.

If the number of the points is equal, the preference is determined according to:

· the result of the mutual game

· the bigger number of wins

VII Financial Conditions of the tournament

All participants (school, club, the sponsors, etc) are to cover their expenses themselves: airfare, accommodation, food, transfers as well as the registration fee- 200 USD per team. 

Accommodation and food per one person per day – 500 rubles, about 20 USD

Kalmyk Chess Federation arranges pick-ups and deliveries, transfers to the City Chess for the round and back, parallel activities, memorabilia.

VIII Prizes

First, second and third place winners shall be awarded with valuable prizes and diplomas. 

Winners of 1st, 2nd and 3rd boards shall be awarded with prizes and diplomas for the 1,2,3 places on the respective board.

All participants shall receive souvenirs.
