REGULATIONS PANAMERICAN JUNIORS/S AND GIRLS CHAMPIONSHIP

ASUNCIÓN – PARAGUAY

THE ABSOLUTE CHAMPION WILL RECEIVE A GM NORM !

The Paraguay Chess Federation and the Confederation of Chess for the Americas (CCA) on behalf of FIDE cordially invites your Federation to participate in the Panamerican Junior and Girls U-20 Chess Championships. The regulations to be applied will be the approved by the Continental Assembly of 1999 and modified in 2003.

DATES: August 7 (arrival) to August 15 (departure) of 2004.

THE VENUE:

Events Hall of the Sports  Hotel of the Olympic Park, located in the City of Asunción, Ñu Guazú, 200 mts from the airport highway and 3 km from the Asunción international airport  (15 km from downtown). 


AGE LIMIT  

According to FIDE regulations, only those born on or after 1st January 1984 are eligible for participating in the Championships.

PARTICIPANTS

Official Players

Subject to the restriction age, the following will be entitled to participate in the Championships as per FIDE rules:

- Each CCA member Federation has the right to send one representative for each championship (Absolute and Girls). The organization will have a second place and will hold a player in reserve to make  an even number of participants.

- The players placed 1 – 3 in the previous Panamerican Junior and the current Panamerican Boys (Girls)  U – 16 and U– 18 champions will have a personal right to participate in the championship. 


Extra Players

Each Federation may send as many participants as it wishes, subject to payment of their board and lodging.

The Federations should send by letter, e-mail or fax, to the Organizing Committee the registration of all their players indicating : Complete name, passport nr., date of birth, title, rating and Identification Nr. (if applicable). This is mandatory to accept registrations.


PRIZES

Winners of the First, Second and third places in the Championships (Boys & Girls) will be awarded Gold, silver and Bronze Medals respectively.

BOARD AND LODGING:


The main participants (those who vave qualified by the normal way and by personal right) will be provided with free board & lodging in the Sports Hotel of the Olympic Park at Ñu Guazú. Each additional participant and each accompanying person should pay a total  of $120 for these services based on multiple rooms and according to the hotel availability.

TRANSPORTATION:

The tournament organization will provide transportation to all participants, without cost, from the Asunción Airport or Bus Station to the tournament venue on the arriving and departing date.

In case that 11 rounds are played, the two additional rounds will be played on Tuesday 10 and Thursday 12 / 08 at 10:00 am.


RULES AND REGULATIONS: 

The tournament will be played according to the Swiss System in nine rounds (14 to 18 participants) or 11 rounds (more than 18 participants). Up to 12 players the Round Robin system will be applied.

Tie Braking: Swiss: Progressive Scores, Progressive scores cut, the results between the tied players, median bucholz, total bucholz, by age in favour of the younger player.

Rate of Play: According to latest FIDE regulation  rate of playing will be 90 min for the whole game + 30 sec. Increase for every move played, for digital clocks.

Entry fee: An entry fee of USD 75 shall be paid by each participant to the organizers before the start of the first round. Registration Deadline :  Friday July 23, 6:00 p.m. 

Obs. It will be strongly applied art. 2.6 of the Regulations approved by the 1999/2003 Continental Assembly:

“Prior to participation each participant must pay to CCA the entry fee quoted in art. 2.5, CCA financial regulations (USD 75 per player). Copy of the payment must be given to the organizer, however if no payment have been done in advance players may pay it before the start of the first round. No participant shall be allow to participate without payment of entry fee « .  


TOURNAMENT RIGHTS  

The absolute champion will receive ONE GM NORM (clear first place, without tie in points with another player)  

The champion (Girl) will receive in addition the  IM (WIM) title.
