Abuja – Nigeria October 4th – 18th 2003
GENERAL REGULATIONS

1.
Invitation
The Nigeria Chess Federation under the auspices of the African Chess Union, have the honour of inviting African Federations Affiliated to FIDE  to participate in the 2003 Africa Individual Championships (Men and Women) from October 4th (arrival) to 18th October (departure).

2.
Participation
2.1.
Each National Federation can enter a maximum of 3 players each for both the male & female categories.
2.2.
Players with a personal right, according to FIDE rules, will also be accepted as invited players. (i.e. GM’s and IM’s) 

2.3
Additional (extra players can also be registered).

2.4
Nominated players by President ACU will also be registered

2.5
In order to ensure proper tournament standards all invited players and all additional (extra) players must through their national federations register with the Nigeria Chess Federation, or with the President, African Chess Union or with FIDE until September 15th 2003.  (Registration deadline).
3.
Fide Entry Fees
3.1
In accordance with FIDE regulation 100 SF entry fee is required for each invited player and should be paid through their National Federations directly to FIDE.

3.2
In accordance with FIDE regulations a 100 SF entry fee is required for each additional (extra) player.  Their National Federations to also send this amount directly to FIDE.
4.
Registration and Travel Conditions

4.1
Entry Forms must be filled from the National Federations and returned to the Organizing Committee not later than 15th September 2003.  This date is the registration deadline.  

4.2.
The complete registration form must include the surname/s, first name/s, FIDE ID number, FIDE rating and total number of each player and each accompanying person.  It must also include the name and telephone/e-mail/fax of the Chief of Delegation and of the person in charge of the federation.

4.3
All travel expenses must be paid by the participants or their National Federations.

4.4
Every player (invited, extra or by personal right) and every accompanying person has to pay the Organizers a fee of 100 US Dollars at the moment of their registration on arrival (4th October).  This payment is obligating to confirm their participation.

4.5
Players will not be paired until all payments of their Federation have been fulfilled.

4.6
Players will not be paired if they do not arrive Abuja one day before the First round.
5
Accommodation /Hotel –Playing Hall

5.1
Accommodation and full board will be provided in the Games Village for players and Agura Hotels for Officials.  The tournament venue shall be at the NICON Hilton Hotel.
5.2
Free accommodation and full board will be provided to the invited players from 4th October (dinner) to 18th October (breakfast).

5.3
Every participant accepted as additional (extra) player and all accompanying persons are obliged to lodge at the Agura Hotels which is 15 minutes from the tournament venue.
5.4
Hotel payments for all extra players and accompanying persons must be made on arrival in Abuja and should be in US Dollars.  No future payments shall be accepted.

5.5
Lodging for additional (extra) player and accompanying persons will cost:

a)
In double rooms: $55 per person per day, full board included.

In single rooms: $75 per person per day, full board included.
