Entry Visa


Entry visa will be issued by the Indian Diplomatic Missions in the respective countries. 
Participants from countries which do not have Indian Diplomatic Missions may contact All India Chess Federation for Visa purpose at least 30 days in advance.

Tournament Regulations

This will be a Swiss System 11 Round tournament and will be held in accordance with FIDE regulations.


The time limit will be in accordance with latest FIDE regulations. The games will be played using the DGT clocks.
