The Head of Higher Committee of the Championship
(( The Participation Rights:

1- All the African universities of chess have the right to participate in the championship.

2- Each state should be represented by three universities as a maximum, except the organizing states that have the right to participate with four or five if the number is singular.

(( The Team Formation:
1- Each university team of men includes one administrative member with five players as a maximum (Four basic players + Minor spare)+ one in charge of.

2- Each team of women should include three players as a maximum + spare player + administrative man.

3- There should be a boss (head) for the team with the possibility to have the head as one of the team players.

(( The system of playing:
1- If the number of the participating universities were 12 teams or less. The system of championship would be of complete patrolling (roles) of one stage and the number increases if it will be of The Swiss sort of nine rounds.

2- The contests will be made on four chessboards.

3- Before the start of the championship each team head should hand the arbiter boss a list of the players names arranged according to the chessboards (6-1), a rising order with no violation in any of the championship rounds.

4- Each team head should give the arbiter boss an envelop containing the four players names wanted to participate by them in this round arranged risingly according to their chessboards and this must be before the round about 2 hours at least.

5- The rules and laws of the International African Union of Chess are to be applied.

(( Time System:
1- Time system is determined according to the New International System (90 minutes  with adding 30 seconds to each played movement).

2- Fetcher system and digital clocks must be used to register all the movements up to the end of the match. The tenth item of chess law is not applied.

(( The Appeal Committee:

1- The appeal committee is formed before the first round in the technical meeting. It is formed of the head and four basic members and two minor (spare) ones chosen all by the teams representatives. Those members should belong to seven different countries, if possible. The committee works in adaptation to the decided rules of the International Union of Chess and its decisions are final.

2- The protests, including those directed against the decision of the arbiter boss or his assistants, or any related topic through one hour after the end of the first round, are introduced in a written script to the head of the appeal committee paying 50$. This amount of money will be returned only if it is accepted by the committee.

3- The appeal committee member has no right to participate in the decision related to his team and the may only participate in discussions about the protest topic which must be taken before the round.

(( The Final Order:
The final order of the teams is determined according to the total points obtained and if two, or more, teams are to be equal, the rules of international union of chess will be followed and indicated before the start of the championship.

(( The Participation Reconfirmation:
The African Unions and universities that have the desire to participate in this championship should reconfirm their participation in a formal message addressed to the General Libyan Union of Chess Sport and to the African Union of Chess Sport and to Al-Mergeb University at not after 31/07/2003. Copies of the passports for those who need visas must be attached.

(( Prizes:
1- The team that wins the first rank will obtain the championship cup and seven gold medals. The second rank team will get the silver medals, and the bronzen ones will be given  to the third rank team.

2- Golden, silver and bronzen medals will be given to the winners of first three ranks on the six chessboards with the condition that the main player should participated in 1 to 4 with rate 60% of the contests and the minor (spare) No. 5,6 with rate 50% of the contests.

3- Typical gifts are granted to all the participators beside participation certificates.

(( The Financial Obligations:
1- The participating universities will afford the expenses of travelling tickets of their players.

2- The participation is free to the participating university of each country, and in case of the participation of another university from the same country it should pay 500$ as a participation fee.

3- Al-Mergeb University will afford the expenses of residence, living and transportation inside Al-Jamahirya for the five players and administrative man.
