1. The name of the Competition is Izmir open International.

2. Playing Venue: TMMOB Mechanic Engineers Chamber Social Services Building, Anadolu Cad. No:40 Bayrakli Izmir
3. FIDE Laws of Chess are valid in this tournament. The Laws of Chess in English, Turkish and Russian may be found on arbiters table for reading. 
4. The tournament is 9 rounds Swiss System according to FIDE Swiss Rules based on rating. Swiss Manager Computer program will be used for pairings. No claims against pairing are accepted except if there is any human mistake entering the data to computer. The arbiters can change the pairing if there are violations of the Swiss System based on ratings Rules. Pairing for the 1st round will be announced at 1.00 PM on 31st of August. Announcements for the next rounds will be about one hour after finish of the previous round. All pairing will be placed on tournament hall and in the hotels. 
5. Application: The tournament is open for every Turkish player who has license from TCF. Also foreign players may participate to tournament

11. The tournament is valid for FIDE, Turkish Ratings and International FIDE title norms. 
12. Arbiters: will be announced before the tournament

An appeal against a decision of the Chief Arbiter can be submitted in writing not later than 30 minutes after the end of the round. The appeals should be accompanied with a deposit fee of 50 Euros. In case the appeal is accepted the deposit will be returned to the player. In case the appeal is rejected the amount will be in a favour of the TCF.

Appeal’s committee: 
Will be announced before the tournament in technical meeting.
13. Entry Fee: All players over 2300 is invited free of entry fee. Players under 2300 will have to pay 20 Euro for participation.

14. Accommodation: All GM, WGM, IM and WIM titled players will be provided free accommodation.  Top level GMs will be contacted for special conditions. TCF is free to provide conditions. 

15. Transportation: All foreign players are responsible for their own transportation. TCF will provide airport hotels transportations. Sponsors may provide imbursement for Georgian, Bulgarian, Romanian, Greek, Azerbaijan, Armenian GMs and WGMs maximum 30 Euro for their transportation in Turkey.  
  
16. During the game the players are not allowed to go to the analysis room. After finishing the game, analysis are forbidden in the playing hall.

17. All mobile phones must be in switch off mode in the playing hall. Not in silent mode, please, keep them on switch off.

18. Flashes may be used only in first 10 minutes of the games.

19. Smoking is absolutely forbidden in the playing hall. 
20. According to FIDE Rules all players who finish their games have to leave the playing area. 
21. There are 2 versions of these Regulations – in English and Turkish. The English text of these regulations is authentic version.

22. All the players have to read the Tournament Regulations before Technical Meeting and are obliged to obey them. 
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
