Terms of Reference 

 

1. The Events Commission shall be responsible for the following:- 

1.1 Recommend guidelines for the Calendar Administration Regulations & Calendar 

Planner. 

1.2 Recommend guidelines for Rules for Registration, Transfer & Eligibility for 

Participation. 

1.3 Recommend guidelines for Financial Regulations on Registration of Participation. 

1.4 Recommend guidelines for Regulations for all FIDE Competitions (which are also 

applicable to the respective Continental Championships) other than Competitions 

governed by the World Championships & Olympiads (WCO) Commission (Chess 

Olympiad, World Team Championships, cycle of the World Championship) 

1.5 Publish a Handbook for Organizers - Operating Procedures in Hosting FIDE Events. 

1.6 Recommend Nominations for the annual President’s Award for Chess Events (non-

FIDE/Continental). 

1.7 To organize the FIDE Awards (Oscars for Men & Women, Trainers and Events of the 

Year, etc.) during the Olympiads in even-numbered years and a key event in odd-

numbered years. 

1.8 To organize a FIDE dedicated booth at the Olympiad and World Youth events. 

1.9 With effect from January 1st 2012, to conduct seminars and examinations and for the 

award of the title of International Organizer. 

 

Title of International Organizer (IO) 

 

2. Title of International Organizer (IO) 

2.1 A candidate, nominated by a FIDE member federation, must be required to attend an 

Organizers Seminar and successfully complete an examination.  

2.2 A successful candidate will be required to pay the Title Fee and the License Fee 

which shall be renewal every 3 years. 

2.3 The Seminar Fee, Title Fee and License Fee shall be decided by the Presidential 

Board. 

 

Cycle of FIDE Competitions 

 

3. Hosting Cycle 

3.1 A 5-year cycle will commence from 2015 in which a Competition shall be held at 

least once in every Continent while Europe has the benefit of a second Competition.  

3.2 Every Continent shall have the chance to bid in the 1
st
 Year. 

3.3 Other than Europe, a successful continent for the 1
st
 Year shall not be allowed to bid 

for the rest of the cycle. If Europe wins two bids, it can only bid in the new cycle.
