in the 2018 CAP Taipei International Youth Chess Open to be organized in Taoyuan, Taiwan from 10th 

August (arrival) to 17th August (departure) 2018.  

Tournament Rules and Regulations 
 

1. Participation 
 

1.1 There shall be 14 categories: Under-07, Under-09, Under-11, Under-13, Under-15, Under-

17 and Under-19 with separate events for Open and Girls.  Players entitled to participate 

shall not have reached the respective age by 1st January 2018. 

1.2 All national chess federations have the right to send as many players as they wish (players 

are responsible for their own expenses).      

1.3 Players may also register directly with the Organizing Committee. 

1.4 Only players with FIDE ID numbers can participate. Players without FIDE ID must contact 

their respective Federations to have FIDE ID issued before registration.    

 
2.   System of Play  
 
 2.1 The tournament will be held in 9 rounds Swiss system in accordance with FIDE Laws of     

 Chess.   
 
 2.2 The number of players in respective categories not meeting the minimum number for 9 

 rounds shall have categories combined but prizes awarded separately. Depending on the 
 number of players in each category, round robin system may be played instead. 

 
 2.3 The tournament will be FIDE-rated. 
    
3.  Time Control 
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 3.1 The time control for the tournament is Standard time control, each player has 90  
        minutes with 30 seconds increment from move 1.   
 
4. Tie- Breaks System  
  
 4.1 The tie-breaks order will be: 1) Direct encounter 2) Median Buchholz 3) Buchholz  
        4) Greater number of victories  
 
5.  Pairing 
   
 5.1 Swiss Manager software will be used for pairings.

7. Prizes 

7.1 Cash Prizes will be awarded to the Top 3 players in each category – US$500; US$300; US$200. 

In case of tie, the amount(s) will be shared. Award is subject to 20% local tax. 

7.2 There shall be minimum 10 players in each category. In case of a merge group, the cash prizes 

will be reduced proportionately. 

7.3 Top 3 players from each category will receive trophies and certificates.   

7.4 Top 3 Social Night performances will receive prizes. 

 

 

 

8. Appeals Committee 
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8.1 The Appeals Committee will be appointed during the Technical Meeting. An appeal, 

accompanied by a deposit of USD 100.00 (One hundred US Dollars), must be submitted 

within 15 minutes of the completion of the relevant playing session. 

9. Miscellaneous 

 10.1 Mobile phones and electronic devices are not allowed in the playing hall. Any violation 
       shall result in loss of the game. 

 10.2 Photo taking is allowed within the first 10 minutes of each round, in designated areas 
        only. 

10. Registration Fee – for players, the amount is inclusive of competition and social night 
dinner. For accompanying person, the amount is inclusive of social night dinner.
